Please follow the relevant necessary directions below and under no circumstances follow sat nav – it 
takes you to the wrong place!  
 

1. Directions from North 

This is the preferred route for coaches from North and South. 
 Come off the M5 at Junction 24. 
 Take the exit for A38 towards Taunton (if travelling from North it is the 3rd exit, if travelling 

from South, 1st exit). 
 At next roundabout take first exit, A38 Taunton / North Petherton. 

 Pass The Compass Tavern on your left hand side, continue straight on.  
 As you approach North Petherton village, immediately after the 30mph signs, take the first 

turning on the right into Old Road; signposted Goathurst, Broomfield, Fyne Court and 
Clavelshay. 

 Drive up spine of Quantock Hills for 4.5 miles; do not veer off left or right.  
After Bolts Farm, you will arrive at a small X roads where you have priority.  This is called 
Lydeard Cross, signposted left to Broomfield and Fyne Court (National Trust).   Take this 

turning left.  Please note, coach or horsebox parking for an event:  

At Lydeard Cross instead of turning left for the farm, continue straight on past X road and 
turn left in the first gateway. 

 Outposts Ltd is at Lydeard Farm, 300m on right hand side, past a converted barn.    
 Outposts Ltd office is on the ground floor of the converted barn on the right hand side of the 

drive.  You will see a stone sign „Outposts‟ on the decking. 
 

2. Directions from East (A303/A358) and from M5 South  
Suitable for coaches. 

 Take A358 to Taunton. Pass under the M5. Continue towards town centre.  
 At 2nd roundabout, by Wickes DIY turn right on A358 following signs to Station. 
 At next roundabout turn left following signs for Minehead. 
 At traffic lights go straight across but move into Right Hand lane. Pick up signs for Kingston 

St Mary.  
 After 50m at next traffic lights go straight onto Kingston St Mary, passing garage on left hand 

side.  
 Drive through village past the pub and continue up steep hill to the top. There is a 5 lane X 

roads opposite the Pines Café.  
 Turn right onto main road towards Bridgwater. (Not immediately right to Broomfield.)  
 Continue on road and take first right after The Travellers Rest Pub, signed North Petherton. It 

is on a sharp left hand bend.  
 Follow road and take 2nd turn to the right, signed Broomfield. There is also a National Trust 

sign right to Fyne Court. If you want the farm, turn right and farmyard is 300m on right hand 
side. If you want coach or horsebox parking for an event you will pass the entrance on your 
right at a wide gateway before reaching the X roads. 

 
3. Directions from East (A303/A358) and from M5 South  

Not suitable for coaches. 
 Take A358 to Taunton. Pass under the M5. Continue towards town centre.  

 At 2nd roundabout, by Wickes DIY turn right on A358 following signs to Station. 
 At 3rd roundabout turn left.  
 At traffic lights go straight across but move into Right Hand lane. Pick up signs for Kingston 

St Mary.

 After 50m at next traffic lights go straight onto Kingston St Mary, passing garage on left hand 
side.  

 Opposite Post Office turn right up Lodes Lane. (If you get to the pub you have gone too far!) 
Continue to top.  

 At T Junction, turn left.  

 After 500m take first right at small junction signed “Broomfield Church”. Pass the church on 
left hand side. 

 Continue for 1 mile passing through woods, up a hill and Lydeard Farm is on the left.
